Under certain conditions, condensation on 
the main unit or refrigerant pipes, air filter dirt or drain blockage may 
cause dripping, resulting in fouling or failure of the object concerned. 

• After prolonged use, check the unit stand and its mounts for 
damage. If they are left in a damaged condition, the unit may fall
and cause injury.

■ To attach the remote controller holder to a wall

2. Attach the holder to a wall, a pillar, or similar location with
the screws supplied with the holder.

3. Place the remote controller in the remote controller
holder.

■ To attach the accessory filter
• Set the accessory filter under the tabs of the streamer unit.

• When attaching the accessory filter, refer to "Care and Cleaning",

• User is recommended to note down SSID and Key details. This
will be helpful during wireless LAN Connection.

■ Turn on the circuit breaker
• After the power is turned on, the flaps of the indoor unit open and

close once to set the reference position.

• To avoid possible injury or damage from battery leakage or rupturing, remove the batteries when not using the product for long periods of time.
• The standard replacement time is about 1 year. Both batteries should be replaced at the same time. Be sure to replace them

with new size AAA dry batteries.
• When battery power has run out, " ,cj.] " will begin blinking on the LCD as an alert that the batteries need replacing. In some cases,

when battery consumption is accelerated owing usage conditions, signal reception may decline before the LCD begins blinking.
